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Apple Class – Spring Term 2019
Superheroes! 
	Dear Parents and Carers,
Happy New Year! We hope you had a great Christmas! Thank you for your kind words, our lovely cards and all the gifts that we received at the end of term- we really appreciate your support. This is a brief outline of the topic that we will be covering in this term.

	Personal, Social and Emotional Development
During circle time and throughout the day there will be lots of opportunities for all the children to develop the social skills of friendship; developing empathy, managing feelings, working well together in a group situation, managing anger and resolving conflict. There will be regular opportunities for the children to feel proud of their achievements in class.
	Communication, 
Language and Literacy
We will be sharing and talking about stories based on superheroes, be they fictional such as Supertato or real life heroes such as firefighters and nurses. We are sure to get some exciting guests along the way! 
We will continue to use Song of Sounds and learn a different letter sound everyday as well as high frequency words.  Year 1 will be learning the trickier sight words and long vowel sounds. They will be using these words to write labels and captions. 
The class will also continue to recognise and spell words in order to read and write simple captions and sentences. Year 1 will be encouraged to leave finger spaces, add joining words and wow words when writing and to ensure that their work makes sense.

When your child has read their book with you at home please remember to fill in the reading record booklet.

	Problem Solving, Reasoning and Numeracy
The children will be counting objects, ordering, reading and writing numbers to 20.  Year 1 children will become more familiar with numbers beyond 20 and they will begin to learn about the value of these bigger numbers. 
Year R will have lots of opportunities to sort, match, compare and make patterns with shapes colours and objects.
Year 1 will be learning to add and subtract by using a number line as well as other resources such as Numicon, cubes and their fingers!
All the children will be learning to recognise, name and describe common 2D and 3D shapes and to use them to make pictures and models. 
We will be discussing the sequence of the day and learning to tell the time!
Please spend some time with your child at home pointing out numbers, counting objects and naming shapes.

	Knowledge and Understanding of the World
Our main topic is materials. We will be naming, sorting, comparing and identifying the properties of a range of materials. We will also be investigating how materials can be changed. 

We will continue our learning about seasonal changes too! 

We will also be focusing on locational knowledge. This involves learning about the oceans and continents of the world and also the four countries and capital cities of the UK. Finally, we will learn about the life of Florence Nightingale. 


	Creative Development

The children will be designing and making moving pictures as well as using our creative role play area to create things that have inspired them.
They will be able to immerse themselves in a variety of role-play and small world situations indoors and out. 
We will be exploring printing as part of our Art work.
In DT, we will be creating moving pictures which will be linked to our superhero topic.
We will learn to sing simple songs and perform movements with a steady beat. 
	Physical Development

They will be learning how to undress and dress for PE correctly. The class will practise stopping on a signal and they will be exploring different ways of moving, pathways and directions. The class will learn why we warm up and what happens to our hearts during exercise.
They will also be able to join in with creating a gymnastics routine with Toby our PE specialist
In class we will be continuing with Jump Start Johnny and Dough Disco, progressive exercise programmes designed to promote healthy lifestyles, improve co-ordination, balance and agility.
